Year 10 Mid-Year Exams 8" — 17" January

Welcome to your support booklet for your Year 10 Mid-Year Exams. These exams will take place in most subjects
between 8™ — 17" January. This support booklet includes your exam timetable, revision strategies and a support page
from each subject.

You will be sitting your exams for core and EBacc subjects in the Roy Moore sports hall. This will mirror the exam
process in year 11, so that you get used to invigilators, the expectations and getting ‘exam ready’. By year 11, this
process is then automatic, and you can focus on excelling in your exam. Please read carefully the JCQ (Joint Council for
Qualifications) examination regulations and procedures so that you are aware of what is expected of you.

The remaining subjects will be sat in the classroom in normal lesson time. Your exam timetable can be found on page
5. Each subject has outlined a consistent number of revision lesson(s) prior to each exam to ensure parity for all classes.

We have removed all homework for year 10 during the exam period. This will allow you to focus on your revision. This
is your first opportunity to show how you are attaining in your GCSE studies so far. This is a significant moment for you
as you will receiving working at grades after these exams. Revision should be an ongoing process throughout the GCSE
years to ensure that you are retaining the knowledge required for your exams in the summer of 2026.

If you miss an exam due to illness, there will be a catch-up opportunity in the next lesson you are back in school. These
will be done in departments, which means that the next lesson in that subject will be an opportunity for you to
complete the exam.

Results will be shared through a report and celebration afternoon on 4" February with set changes taking place after
half term on Monday 24" February. There will be set changes in English, Maths and Science. Tutor groups will be
redrawn based on new areas of need. Some options subjects may move students around if they have more than one
class in the same option block. Parents evenings are being held for Avonbourne Boys’ Academy on 5% February and
Avonbourne Girls’ Academy on 6% February.

We set because we passionately believe that all students can achieve exceptionally no matter their starting point but
need to be taught at the correct level to make maximum progress. Our sets and tutor groups at Avonbourne are fluid
in years 10 and 11. Students have the opportunity to move again after the June year 10 mock exams, November year
11 mock exams, and the February year 11 mock exams.

Exams can be a stressful time but with hard work and determination you can go in with confidence that you will do
your best. If you require any further support, please speak to any adult at the Academies.

Rules and regulations for exams are not set by Avonbourne. They are rules set nationally by an organisation called the
Joint Council for Qualifications (JCQ) and all students in all schools have to abide by these. We would like to help you
get used to these expectations by having them as a constant for when you sit exams in the Roy Moore sports hall.

Exam regulations include:



Be on time for all your exams. If you are late, your work might not be accepted.

Do not become involved in any unfair or dishonest practice during the exam.

Candidates must not take into the exam room: (a) notes; (b) an iPod, a mobile phone, a MP3/4 player or similar
device; (c) a watch; (d) headphones, airpods

Any pencil cases taken into the exam room must be see-through.

Candidates must not talk or attempt to commmunicate in any way with other candidates in the hall, including
during arrival and departure

Candidates may bring water bottles (labelled removed) into the exam hall.

Candidates must not write inappropriate, obscene or offensive material.

Do not borrow anything from another candidate during the exam.

Candidates must not attempt to remove anything from the hall, other than the permitted items they have
brought in themselves.

Candidates must not start writing anything until the invigilator tells you to fill in all the details required on the
front of the question paper and/ or the answer booklet before you start the exam. Do not open the question
paper until you are instructed that the exam has begun.

Candidates may put up their hand during the exam if: (a) you have a problem and are in doubt about what you
should do; (b) you do not feel well; (c) you need more paper
